Mini Palma Benefit Match 2010

Any Rifle // Any Sight

Date:  Sunday, 29 August 2010.          Firing begins: 9:00 am.

MATCH ENTRY AND FEES: Contact Jim Hahn by phone (617-921-5226) or email (hahn_02493@yahoo.com).  Match entry fee: $20.

OPEN TO: Everyone. Limited to 48 individual competitors. Walk-in’s welcome to range capacity. 

PIT SERVICE: Pullers may be available.  Contact Jim Hahn in advance if you want one. Additional fee for puller is $20.

PLACE: Reading Rifle & Revolver Club Range, Haverhill Street, Reading, MA. From Route I-95 (State 128) north or south, take  Exit 40, go towards North Reading on Haverhill Street for one mile north. Turn right at traffic light.  Bear right away from ice rink and onto Range Road. 

MATCH DESCRIPTION: This match will consist of three 600 yard slow prone matches for individual competitors.  Simultaneously, the 2010 Mini-Palma team will fire an abbreviated Mini-Palma practice match under coached, team conditions. Today’s match is NOT a qualification match; the team will already have been chosen.

INDIVIDUAL MATCH COURSE OF FIRE: 600 yards prone. Unlimited sighters, 20 shots for record.

Block time one: 75 minutes.  Relay 3 in the pits.  Firing order: relay 1, relay 2, relay 1.

Pit change.

Block time two: 75 minutes.  Relay 1 in the pits.  Firing order: relay 2, relay 3 relay 2.

Pit change.

Block time three: 75 minutes.  Relay 2 in the pits.  Firing order: relay 3, relay 1 relay 3.

Those target positions where pullers are available will instead shoot relay 1,2,3 in order.  The above block times are based on three relays. If four relays are necessary, course of fire will be altered accordingly.

TEAM COURSE OF FIRE:  Five shooters per squad.  Two squads. 15 shots for record.  Team members will shoot, score, and some will also coach. Mini Palma team shooters must fire .308 bolt action rifles using 155 (156 max) grain bullets. 

RIFLES:  Any rifle // Any sights.  Separate category for F-class. No 55 or 62 grain .223 ammo may be fired at 600 yards

AWARDS: No cash awards. This match is not an NRA sanctioned event.
