PIT SERVICE: Not Provided.  Competitors will pull targets or may bring a puller.  Competitors may hire any available pullers.  Competitors with physical problems pulling targets may request a puller with their advance entry - No Guarantees. 

COURSE OF FIRE: 15 shots. 2 sighters – 300 yards, 15 shots, 2 sighters – 600 yards, 15 shots, 2 sighters – 600 yards. 17 minutes each match. Competitors must supply own safe ammunition. Sequence of matches may be revised at the discretion of the range officer due to weather conditions.  Competitors will be required to score.


SENIORS AND SCOPED RIFLES:  Those over 60 years of age may enter and use a scoped rifle under an “F Class”  special category.  Such entries will not be eligible for normal match awards. 

RIFLE: According to NRA rules, ANY RIFLE:  Maximum caliber: .35 inch.   No muzzle brakes.  Rifle may have ANY SIGHTS, including scoped rifles.

OTHER RIFLES:  Rifles other than those described above for each match may be entered in that match.  Such rifles cannot “win” however.  Match, Palma, Service, and F-Class rifles are so allowed, scoped or not.

RULES: Current NRA High Power Rules will govern the competition.  No 55 or 62 grain .223 ammo may be fired at 600 yards.
