Saturday January 21, 2012
National match air rifles will be available for use for this match.  They have been kindly donated to us by the Civilian Marksmanship program to run a ½ hour clinic on their usage and how the match will be run prior to each match.  They can then be used to shoot the match if a competitor does not have one of their own.  
A maximum of 14 competitors per relay will be scheduled.
NMAR Rules will apply

Relay #1-Clinic 8am to 8:30, Relay #1-Match 9am -11am
Relay#2-Clinic 11:00 to 11:30, Relay #2-Match 12noon – 2pm
Relay#3-Clinic 2pm to 2:30pm, Relay#3-Match 3pm to 5pm

Sunday January 22nd, 2012
Any .22 cal rifles, .22 Long Rifle standard velocity ammo.
NMAR rules will be adapted for this match and same course of fire will be shot. 
Targets and course of fire will the same as the NMAR match as described below.

Awards Ceremony:  Location Reading Rifle & Revolver 
Awards will be presented approximately ½ hour after the last challenge period has ended.

Awards: 
Awards will be presented for both Air Rifle and .22 if there is 5 or more in each category.
1st Place Over-all – Championship Plaque and Gold Medal
2nd Place Over-all – Silver Medal
3rd Place Over-all – Bronze Medal
High Junior – Competitors born in 1991 or later - Medal
High Senior – Competitor born in 1941 or earlier - Medal
High Women – Medal
High Service – Competitor must be active or retired military – Medal
High- AR Clone – Medal
High – Match Rifle – Medal
High- Sporter Rifle - Medal

Achievement Awards: (For Air Rifle Only)
Gold, Silver and Bronze Pins will be presented to the shooters who fire qualifying NMAR achievement award scores.
AR-Clone: Gold (578+), Silver (560-577), Bronze (530-559)
Match Rifle: Gold (582+), Silver (565-581), Bronze (540-565)
Sporter Rifle: Gold (550+), Silver (520-549), Bronze (490-519)

You must indicate on your registration if you will need an air rifle.  We cannot guarantee which type you may be using until closer to the match date.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:
National Match Air Rifle (NMAR) is a new multifaceted air rifle competition discipline that is fired indoors or outdoors on 10meter (33 feet) ranges. NMAR events simulate high-power rifle shooting and are fired on reduced high-power rifle targets. NMAR offers both serious, high level competition for dedicated competitive rifle shooters as well as a
Recreation-oriented shooting sports activity for new and casual shooters.
**SMALL-BORE will be shot at 50 feet
TARGETS: There are two official NMAR targets, the AR-SR and AR-MR. 
Both are exact, Proportionate reductions of standard high-power rifle 200-yard short range (SR) and 600-yard midrange (MR) targets. Paper targets have 2 sighter bulls and 10 record bulls on each target card.
**Same targets will be used for both matches.

AR-SR Target©. 200 target reduced for firing at 10 meters.
AR-MR Target©. 600 MR target reduced for firing at 10 meters.
Scoring: Paper targets are designed to be scored with 4.5mm (.177 cal.) Inward Gauges. .22 inward will be used for the small-bore  match.

RIFLES AND EQUIPMENT
AR CLASS
Air Rifles: precision class air rifle stock systems, Rifle Sights may not exceed 20 ½ inches. Trigger Pull (3) pounds, Rifle Weight- unlimited, Iron sights only.
MATCH RIFLE CLASS
Air Rifles: Any precision air rifle that is legal according to ISSF rules may be used. The rifle may not weigh more than 5.5 kg. (12lbs., 2 oz.); the trigger pull is unrestricted

Small-bore Rifles. – Precision or sporter,.22 long rifle standard velocity, IROB sights only.  NO scopes will be allowed.

Shooting Jackets and Clothing for AR and Match Rifle Class
Any shooting jacket that is legal For wear in NRA International or CMP high-power or Service Rifle shooting jackets may be Worn. Other high-power clothing rules apply. **Special shooting trousers and shooting boots that are used in ISSF-type shooting may not be worn.



SPORTER RIFLE CLASS
Unmodified Daisy, Valiant, Crossman, Air Arms or Air Force Guns Edge sporter may be used.  Sights must be factory, trigger pull is minimum and weight is 7.5 max.

Shooting Jackets:  Basic cloth shooting jacket or single sweatshirt is allowed.

Slings and Shooting Accessories: Only leather or web slings that are legal for use in Service Rifle shooting (CMP Rule 6.8) or ISSF may be used. Other shooting accessories that comply with NRA or CMP high-power or Service Rifle rules may be used.

COURSES OF FIRE / Full Course
 
Stage 1: Slow fire standing. 3 minutes preparation (dry firing only), followed by 2 sighting shots and 20 shots for record in 22 minutes, on the AR-SR (200-yard reduced) target.  2 (10) bull Targets will be hung at the same time, side by side.
Stage 2: Timed-fire sitting (or kneeling). 3 minutes preparation
Followed by 2 sighting shots in 2 minutes. There will be two (10 + 10 shots) series of ten record shots. After sighting shots are completed, shooters are commanded to STAND with open actions, rifles unloaded (CBIs may be removed). There will be a START command is for competitors with compressed air/CO2 rifles who have four (4) minutes to get down into position, load and fire ten record shots. STOP is commanded for all shooters at the end of the time limits. This sequence will be repeated for the second 10 shot series. 
***Targets will be hung, so that two targets are hung during the rapid fire stage.  Only one target at a time will be fired on.  You will be given an additional 3 min prep to get your NPA on the second target.  The targets will be hung side by side.  If any shot s are fired on the wrong target they will be considered cross fires and will count as misses.  The target with the additional shots the competitor will receive the low ten on the target. 
Stage 3: Slow fire prone. 3 minutes preparation, followed by  2 sighters and
20 shots for record in 22 minutes, on the AR-MR (600 yards reduced) target. 2 (10) bull Targets will be hung at the same time, side by side.

Shooters Who are Unable to Stand. All shooters are encouraged to stand to start the time fire series if they are able. Inexperienced shooters, shooters 60 or older or shooters with medical conditions or disabilities may start in position if they take their hands off of the rifle and lay it on their legs or shooting mat when the command STAND is given. The sling may remain attached to the arm. After the START command is given, they may pick up their rifle, assume their firing position, load and fire with the shooters who began from the standing position.

Malfunctions: 
If a rifle malfunctions during any stage of fire, the competitor may attempt to clear the malfunction, but there are no alibis (re-fires) or extra time allowed for malfunctioning rifles.

Late Shots: Any shot fired after a CEASE FIRE Command or STOP signal must be scored as misses. If the value of the late shot cannot be determined, the highest value shot in that 10-shot series must be annulled.
